Coolant Is Coolant:  Ron DeMaderios had an interesting conversation with the representa-
tive from a company that sells antifreeze, who relayed that there are only a handful of manufac-
turers who actually make the stuff; it is then distributed to various companies who sell it under



their own brand name.  But inside the jug, it’s still just ordinary glycol.  The cost to use it goes
up when you run it in higher concentrations, but he said that for most people, 50/50 is still the
best ratio to run.  Besides its main purpose, which is to keep the coolant from freezing when the
car is parked for long periods in freezing conditions, it also has a secondary function of lubricat-
ing the seals in the water pump.  Corrosion inhibitors are also added to help protect the various
incompatible components of the cooling system.
